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About the Seminar 

The loss of demand in the major developed economy, a phenomena the Chinese leadership 

has not experienced before, will test the limits of the macroeconomic policy tools available, and lead 

to the realization that managing a more sophisticated economy demands better tools. While the 

developed nations' credit crunch will hit China's exports for a year or two, in the meantime this rare 

synchronized recession will generate rising unemployment. How China, and by extension Hong Kong, 

react will lay the foundation for the next decade.�³

About the Speaker 

MMrr..  DDaavviidd  OO’’RReeaarr     worked and studied in Taiwan before and after completing graduate work at 

the University of California, Berkeley. He moved across to Hong Kong in 1984 to analyze the economic, 

political and business conditions and prospects for multinational corporations in Taiwan and Korea. 

Among the results were four book-length studies on the development and prospects for the rapidly 

emerging North-east Asian economies. In 1986, the company was sold to The Economist Group of 

London. David continued on, first in Asia-wide research and strategic consulting and later as Regional 

Economist, Asia-Pacific. During this time he spoke at or chaired a dozen or more conferences each year 

involving senior business and political leaders. Consulting work took on a more strategic focus as well, as 

companies looked to their long-term structures and plans for Asia. 

In 2002, after 18 years on the job, David shifted gears, and after a brief break accepted the 

post of Chief Economist at the Hong Kong General Chamber of Commerce, the oldest and largest 

business association in Hong Kong. Within the Chamber, David manages the Economic Policy, Legal, 

Taxation, Shipping and Transportation and Real Estate and Infrastructure committees. 

In his efforts to convey an understanding of the region’s challenges and opportunities, David 

has made regular print, radio and television commentaries on current issues of interest to the 

international business community; lectured at executive MBA programs; and conducted frequent oral 

and written presentations to the top corporate and governmental levels.
