ABOUT THE SPEAKER 
 

MMrr..  GGrraaeemmee  BBllaannkk   is a barrister with Henry Parkes Chambers (Sydney and Canberra) 

practising generally in commercial litigation and arbitration (e.g. contractual, corporate, commercial 

lease disputes) but with some specialty in insolvency matters.  In the insolvency context Graeme acts 

for trustees in bankruptcy, liquidators and administrators as well as for debtors and creditors.  He is 

currently acting for a liquidator who has litigation funding.  Before being called to the Bar he was a 

partner of a commercial law firm in Canberra. 

  

In addition to his barrister work Graeme teaches advocacy at the Australian National University, taught 

Advocacy and Commercial Practice subjects at City University of Hong Kong earlier this year, and is 

an accredited instructor with the National Institute of Trial Advocacy in the USA.  Graeme also trains 

non-lawyers to be better expert witnesses and communicators (whether writing, negotiating or 

interviewing), including insolvency accountants on more effective techniques to interview directors and 

other persons when examining the affairs of insolvent companies.
