About the Seminar

The speakers will address some of the main legal and practical issues arising following the failure of
companies in the construction Industry. These include:

recovery of retention monies;

payments made after the presentation of the petition;

ownership of plant and equipment on site;

novation of contracts; and

completion of ongoing contracts.

The presentation will also look at some of the practical issues to be addressed by insolvency
professionals in order to maximise the recovery for creditors, including the use of Provisional Liquidation
and s.228A of the Companies Ordinance. 3

About the Speakers

Mr. Stephen Briscoe has worked full-time on insolvency and corporate recovery
assignments since 1973. He worked for 11 years for the Official Receiver in the United Kingdom before
moving into private practice and has considerable experience in investigations, liquidations, and trading
receiverships, particularly in the manufacturing, service and leisure industries. Stephen has practiced in
Hong Kong since 1997 where he has acted as liquidator or receiver of several hundred insolvent
companies in various industry sectors, including construction, property, manufacturing, import and export
and service industries. He has also acted for foreign investors in creating value from distressed
investments in Sino-Foreign Joint Ventures or Wholly Foreign Owned Enterprises in China, and overseen
a number of sizable forensic accounting reviews into companies where fraud or misfeasance is
suspected, often in anticipation of litigation.

Stephen is the co-editor of the Hong Kong Corporate Insolvency Manual and co-author of the
Hong Kong Personal Insolvency Manual, and has written a number of published articles on corporate
recovery and insolvency. As one of the course directors of the Hong Kong Insolvency Diploma course
run by the Hong Kong Institute of Certified Public Accountants, he actively contributes to promoting and
improving the quality of education of insolvency practitioners in Hong Kong.

Mr. lan Cocking who has been based in Hong Kong since 1988, is recognised as one of the
leading legal advisers to the construction, engineering and project development industries in Hong Kong
and the Asia Pacific region.
