(iii) To act as a channel of communication, to bring the particular concerns of members of the Institute 

working in the tax field and other TIG members to the attention of the Taxation Committee, and to convey 

information, as necessary, from the Taxation Committee to TIG members;  

 

(iv) To provide professional development in areas of taxation of specific interest to TIG members; 

 

(v) To provide feedback to the Taxation Committee on the development of a taxation faculty under the 

Institute, as envisaged in the Institute’s Fifth Long Range Plan.  

Membership 

Membership is open to CPAs and staff of CPA practices, who have an interest in tax. 

Activities and Services 

The TIG holds discussion forums on topics of interest to TIG members and other networking events. The TIG 

also provides members with a periodic e-newsletter.       

Financing and Membership Fees 

The group aims to be self-funding. The annual subscription is currently HK$100 for the membership year 

ending 30 June of each year. 

Management Committee 

The TIG operates under the auspices of the Institute’s Taxation Committee.
